(Building 148, G13-14 on map below): Enter via Grattan Street (Gate 10) or
Gates 11, 12 or 13 (Royal Parade).

How to get there:
- Public transport: All trams that run northwards from the city centre up Swanston
Street go to Melbourne University — get off at the corner of Grattan Street (Stop
1). Or take the number 19 (North Coburg) tram from Elizabeth Street to the
University (stop 11).
Driving is discouraged but if you must, parking is available around the university
but not on campus. Parking in the area:

o0 All day meter parking is available further down Royal Parade, towards College
Crescent for approx. $4.00 per day.

o Grattan Street - University Square Carpark - entry is from Berkeley Street.
Parking rates are $2.50 per hour or $7.50 per day with a flat rate of $2 after 4
pm. Payment is made using the automated ticketing machine on Level 1A of the
car park. The car park will be open from 7am until 11pm Monday to Friday.

o Parking is also available at the Royal Melbourne Hospital (Cnr. Royal Parade
and Grattan Street) and Royal Women's Hospital (Cnr Grattan and Cardigan
Streets).
